O Morning Star, How Fair and Bright (UMH, No. 247) is one of the most beautiful Epiphany hymns. Words and
music are attributed to the German theologian, poet, and composer Philipp Nicolai (1556-1608), who also created the
great Advent hymn Wake, Awake, for Night is Flying (UMH, No. 720), which inspired settings by Hugo Diestler and
Johann Sebastian Bach that we heard in November.

Nicolai’s text is alive with references to the light that Christ brings into the world, such as “Morning Star,”
“Heavenly Brightness,” and “Light Divine.” These visual metaphors are translated into musical harmonies by the
God-given genius of Dietrich Buxtehude, Bach’s most important predecessor. His sublime Fantasy on “O Morning
Star, How Fair and Bright” dances into the light with the rhythm of the jig, borrowed from popular music of the 17t
century. -Rudy Shackelford
