NOTE ON THE PRELUDE 
“I was born a believer ….A number of my works are dedicated to shedding light on the theological truths of the 
Catholic faith.  That is the most important aspect of my music…perhaps the only one I shall not be ashamed of in 
the hour of death.” 
 

Thus spoke Olivier Messiaen, the leading French composer in the second half of the 20th century.  During a tenure 
of more than sixty years as organist of Trinity Church in Paris, Messiaen created some of the most significant 
music ever composed for the organ. 
 

Today we will hear an early work, Serene Alleluias of a Soul Longing for Heaven, from the four-movement 
“Ascension” suite written in 1932-34.  Subtitled “Four Symphonic Meditations,” it was composed first for large 
orchestra, then transcribed for organ.  The influence of Gregorian chant is very clear in Serene Alleluias (the 
second movement), where Messiaen expressed the quiet joy of a soul anticipating its union with Christ in heaven.  
There is also a subtle Oriental flavor in this music, owning to the composer’s study of ancient Greek and Hindu 
scales and rhythms.  
 

Exotic and voluptuous, yet spiritually focused, the music of Olivier Messiaen richly rewards attentive and open-
minded listeners.  You will discover “music which touches everything without ceasing to touch God.”  -Rudy

Health Kits: Value $12.00 per kit 
1 hand towel (15 X 25 up to 17 X 27), no kitchen towels); 1 washcloth; 1 comb (large and sturdy, not pocket-
sized; 1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers); 1 bath-sized bar of soap (3 oz. and 
up); 1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child-size brushes); 6 adhesive plastic strip sterile 
bandages; $1.00 to purchase toothpaste (Note: UCMOR Sager Brown is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be 
added to health kits before shipping to ensure that the product does not expire before they are sent.)
