Health Kits: Value $12.00 per kit 
1 hand towel (15 X 25 up to 17 X  27), no kitchen towels); 1 washcloth; 1 comb (large and sturdy, not pocket-
sized; 1 nail file or fingernail clippers (no emery boards or toenail clippers); 1 bath-sized bar of soap (3 oz. and 
up); 1 toothbrush (single brushes only in original wrapper, no child-size brushes); 6 adhesive plastic strip sterile 
bandages; $1.00 to purchase toothpaste (Note: UCMOR Sager Brown is now purchasing toothpaste in bulk to be 
added to health kits before shipping to ensure that the product does not expire before they are sent.)

NOTE ON THE PRELUDE 

The eminent American composer Gordon Ware Binkerd was born on 22 May 1916.  We celebrate his 94th birthday 
and the feast of Pentecost with Listen Sweet Dove unto my Song, a short work for organ discovered after his death 
in 2003.  The world première was presented at Bethany on 5 December 2004. 
 



The title is the first line of the poem Whitsunday (or Pentecost) by George Herbert, one of that 17th century school 
of English “metaphysical” poets whose best known member was John Donne.  The music of Binkerd’s enchanting 
tone-poem is based on a call-and-response motif that evokes the echoing song of doves in the forest.  It has a 
purity and devotional fervor that recalls the unaccompanied choral music of Renaissance masters such as Josquin, 
Palestrina, and Byrd, which also profoundly influenced the many works for voices composed by Gordon Binkerd.

2010 Annual Conference offering to benefit  

Mozambique, Brazil, Grace Ministries 

 
Each year members of local churches are encouraged to help raise money for global mission projects designated 
by the bishop.  The pastor of lay representative of each church will take that money to Annual Conference where it 
will be collected during a special time of the session.  Bishop Charlene Kammerer has announced that the 2010 
Annual Conference offering goal is $300,000 and will benefit the following leadership development projects: 
Brazil: $100,000 – The Shade and Fresh Water Project is a national network of centers developed by the Brazil 
Methodist Church to keep children off the streets and away from gangs and drugs.  This year’s offering will help 
fund curriculum and teacher training materials for “Shade and Fresh Water” centers and other children’s centers 
sponsored by the Brazil Methodist Church. 
Mozambique: $100,000 – This money will help pay for education and training for Sunday school teachers, lay 
preachers and pastors in the United Methodist Church in Mozambique which is growing rapidly and needs 
leadership for the hundreds of new United Methodist churches being established throughout this southeastern 
African nation. 
Virginia: $100,000 – Grace Ministries, a community outreach program of the Arlington District, addresses the 
most pressing material and spiritual needs of low-income immigrants in northern Virginia and empowers 
immigrants to become community leaders.  Grace Ministries provides emergency food, clothing, household items, 
diapers and health care information at seven United Methodist Churches.  Your gifts will help provide job-training 
programs for personal care aides, certified nurse aides and for CDL/ESL training for school bus drivers.
