Holy Week, March 28 – April 4, provides special occasions for worship 
outside the usual Sunday morning time frame.  These additional worship 
services, scheduled between our regular Palm Sunday and Easter 
services, are great opportunities to draw closer in our devotional life to 
God and to allow God to minister to our souls in a special way. 
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In the past Bethany Church has had a variety of worship services on the 
Thursday of Holy Week.  We’ve had choir cantatas, dramatic pageants, 
tenebrae service, and a seder meal.  This year our service will focus on 
the two commands that Jesus gave on the Thursday before he was 
crucified:  “Do this in remembrance of me”—his instruction to observe 

his memorial meal of bread and wine; and “You should do as I have done to you”—his instruction to 
follow his example and wash the feet of others.  For the Lord’s Supper we will be ushered forward in 
groups of twelve to take our place around an extended table erected in the chancel.  We will pass the 
elements from one to the other and partake by intinction.  The footwashing segment of the service is 
optional for worshipers and will be led by the pastor and three of our staff members.  Men and women 
who wish to participate in the footwashing will have the opportunity of removing shoes and socks.   
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The mood of the service on Good Friday is stark, somber, and serious.  The brass cross is covered with a 
black veil, and the table, pulpit, and lectern are bare.  Lenten hymns will be sung, appropriate prayers 
said, and the crucifixion account will be read from the Gospel of Luke.  A wooden cross will be carried in 
and placed in front of the congregation, and a time of silent meditation will follow.  The service will end 
in silence.   
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There is nothing more beautiful than seeing the sun rise over the York River on a crisp, clear morning.  
Members of four congregations—Bethany, Susanna Wesley, Gloucester Point, and Providence—will 
gather facing the York River behind Watermen’s Hall on the campus of VIMS to celebrate the dawn of 
Easter and the resurrection of Jesus!  The choir of Gloucester Point Baptist will lead us in joyous music; 
Rev. Garry Livermon of Susanna Wesley will bring a stirring message; and the sun will rise on cue at 
6:47!  If it is raining the service will be held at Providence Baptist Church, where breakfast will also be 
served.  Remember to dress warmly!  (Directions:  Going south on Rt. 17, turn left at the new traffic light 
at Camp Okee Dr. and then right onto Greate Rd.  Watermen’s Hall will be one-half mile on your left.)

 Environmental tip #9  
 
If you have used a calculator manufactured in the 
last ten to fifteen years, you were probably using a 
solar powered device. Solar power is clean 
renewable energy that is now available in many 
forms for household applications. If you are 
building or remodeling a home and want to consider 
the use of solar panels to lower energy costs while 
helping the environment, there are federal and state 
incentives that can reduce the costs up to 50%. 
There are solar hot water heaters, solar systems to 
provide power for RVs, and home solar panel 
systems that tie into the local power grid, allowing 
you to get regular power to meet your household 
needs or to sell it to the power company if you 
produce more than you need. There are even solar 
shingles to provide power. 
  

Home depot sells and installs power panels and 
there are local companies that sell and install solar 
panel kits. Many of the kits available can be 
installed by the homeowner. There is a wealth of 
information on these systems on the Internet and 
from solar power providers. Although the initial 
costs of going solar are higher, the incentives 
presently being offered make it much more 
reasonable. This is a good time to look into the 
options being offered.

Religion in Early America:  A Book 
Study 
Bethany’s Committee on Church and Society will 
sponsor a seven-week study on religion in early 
America, with special attention to the relationship 
between church and state during the establishment 
of our nation.  We will use the highly acclaimed 
book, Religion and the Founding of the American 
Republic, by James H. Hutson, a distinguished 
scholar of early American history.  The book 
contains a wealth of references to primary sources 
that have largely been overlooked by popular 
commentators today.   
 
The book challenges two contrasting assertions 
heard frequently today:  on the one hand, that the 
United States was founded as a Christian nation, 
and, on the other hand, that our founders desired 
that there be an absolute wall separating church and 
state.    
 
All interested persons are invited to participate in 
this fascinating study.  Sessions will be held on 
consecutive Tuesdays at 7:30 p.m., beginning on 
April 13, and will involve a facilitated discussion of 
a chapter in the book.  Every participant needs to 
have access to a copy of the book and should read 
an assigned chapter prior to the group meeting.  One 
copy of the text will be placed in our church library.

George J. Corbett traverses the East coast and 
beyond to meet the demands for his services as 
oboist, English hornist and clinician.  Foremost, he 
is English hornist and oboist with Virginia’s 
premier ensemble, The Virginia Symphony, under 
the baton of JoAnn Falletta.  As an active recitalist 
and chamber musician, he is a founding member of 
Chamber Works, a diverse musical ensemble in 
Philadelphia dedicated to commissioning and 
performing new compositions of local leading 
composers. A Graduate of Eastman School of 
Music and New England Conservatory. He is 
currently on the faculty of Old Dominion 
University’s Community Education Department as 
well as the Governor’s School for the Arts and has 
created a day camp for young oboists.     
 

Lee Jordan-Anders is Professor of Music and Artist-
in-Residence at Virginia Wesleyan College in 
Norfolk, Virginia, and Music Director and 
Conductor of the Orchestra of the Eastern Shore 
with its home in Onancock, Virginia. She received 
both Bachelor and Master of Music degrees in 
Piano Performance from Northwestern University's 
School of Music in Evanston, 
Illinois.  In 1986 she became a 
part of the Virginia Wesleyan 
College faculty where she 
teaches courses in aesthetics, 
listening, music theory, 
chamber music, and piano. She made her debut with 
the Virginia Symphony Orchestra in 1998 as piano 
soloist in Mozart's Piano Concerto in C Major, K. 
467, and has also performed frequently with them 
as part of the orchestra. She continues to be an 
active performer and scholar, giving concerts and 
lectures throughout the United States. 
 

The concert will feature Mr. Corbett playing several 
lyrical English horn solos in the tradition of the 
romance and the nocturne, accompanied by Jordan-
Anders on the piano.  She will also favor us with a 
number of solo selections on the piano.  This is a 
rare opportunity to hear two world-class performers 
from the Hampton Roads area and promises to be 
most enjoyable.

To recognize Warren’s years of faithful service, 
Bethany UMC in 2002 named its fellowship hall 
after him:  the Warren Belvin Fellowship Hall.  Our 
prayers continue to be offered on behalf of his 
loving wife Iva.

Study Committee Analyzes Worship 
Surveys 

The worship preference surveys 
in last month’s banner and in the 
bulletins of February 28 and 
March 7 enjoyed a banner 
response!  Two hundred and 
twelve persons turned in signed 

surveys!  It should be no surprise that over half of 
the respondents indicated that they prefer the 
traditional worship services already in place.  
However, 47 individuals indicated that they would 
“definitely attend” or “probably attend” a new 
contemporary service at Bethany.  A variety of 
possible worship times was suggested by the survey 
respondents.  A committee chaired by David Chapin 
is studying the survey results and will report its 
conclusions back to the Administrative Board.  
Members of his committee include:  Dolores Breen, 
Al Burner, Janet Chapin, Sandy Fox, Timothy Hart, 
Marsha Miller, and the pastor.   
Three Bethany Members Honored as Part 
of the “Gloucester 40” 
Betty Durrette, Kevin Kiley, and Jim Stevens 
received double honors recently.  In February they 
were named, along with 37 others, as “Citizens of 
the Year” by the Daily Press, for organizing a 
petition drive in an attempt to improve local 
government.  The drive put themselves at financial 
risk, but ended up strengthening state law.  More 
recently, they were chosen to receive WHRO’s 
Community Impact Award, for making significant 
contributions in the field of social justice.

Bethany  

Kenneth Adams, chief of 
the Upper Mattaponi  
ribe, will be the guest  
speaker on Native 
American Ministries  
Sunday, April 11.

offering for Native American ministries, and we 
will consecrate items donated for the Mattaponi 
Healing Eagle Clinic. 
 

In addition to serving as chief of the 575-member 
Upper Mattaponi tribe, most of whom live in King 
William County, Kenneth Adams is an historian and 
advocate for Native American concerns nationwide.  
He has been actively involved with Congress, 
working for federal recognition of our Virginia 
Indian tribes.  He served as special events director 
for Jamestown 2007.   
 

Ken was the first Virginia Indian to graduate from a 
public high school in the commonwealth of 
Virginia, in 1965.  He studied at Southern Illinois 
University, served in the Air Force for 24 years, 
including a year in Vietnam, and later taught 
airplane maintenance.

Pastor’s Column:  “Would We 
Appreciate Easter As Much?” 
Jesus said to them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to 
death; remain here, and watch with me (Matt. 26:38). 

 
I remember a youth musical at 
a church that I was serving in 
the 1970’s.  It had a song with 
these lines: 
 

Would you value having hope, 
if you’d never known despair? 

 
 

Would you treasure being safe, if you’d never lost 
your way? 
 

Would you cherish gentle words, if you’d never 
been afraid? 
 
We have been slogging through the dry season of 
Lent, with its grim dose of sin, sorrow, and 
suffering.  Some of that we have experienced as we 
followed Jesus as he walked his lonesome valley 
leading to his passion and death.  We have seen the 

opposition rise to his ministry, the attempts to 
silence him, the denseness of his disciples, and his 
ominous trek to a showdown in Jerusalem from 
which he would not turn aside.  Holy Week 
intensifies those horrors. 
 

This Lenten season we’ve also been challenged to 
plug on through our dark valleys, too.  We’ve been 
called to examine our souls, turn from our sin, 
practice self-denial, undertake spiritual disciplines, 
and watch with Jesus in his sufferings.  Lent is a 
hard time for 21st century Christians, who seem to 
have an insatiable need to be entertained, to get 
through. 
 

But if the words of that song from the ‘70’s are any 
indication, walking through that lonesome valley 
can help us have a greater appreciation of what 
Easter really means.  Would we rejoice in Christ’s 
Easter vindication, if we had not seen him rejected, 
humiliated, and stricken down?  Would we 
celebrate the resurrection of Christ with as much 
joy, if we had not mourned as his lifeless body was 
sealed in a tomb?  Would we rejoice as much in the 
assurance of life eternal, if we had not trembled as 
the powers of darkness danced at his death? 
 

There is something about traversing the lonesome 
valley of Lent that makes Easter more brilliant, 
more radiant, more dear, and more utterly joyful 
than it would be if we simply took a spiritual zip 
line from Christmas to Easter and lived in ivory-
tower idealism far removed from the grim realities 
of life.  We need the experiences of Lent to truly 
appreciate the joys of Easter.  We need to 
experience Good Friday in order to truly understand 
the resurrection.  We need to witness the crucifixion 
to truly rejoice in the empty tomb. 
 
I wish for all of you a blessed Easter day and a 
joyful Eastertide.
