Bethany Remembers Its Deceased
Bethany is celebrating All Saints Day on Sunday,
November 2, during our two morning worship services
At each service the names of Bethany members whe ha
died within the last twelve months will be read,il@tthe
congregation rises for a moment of silent prayer.
“Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death hi$
saints” (Psalm 116:15).

Clap your hands, all you peoples; shout to God Jatd
songs of joy. For the Lord, the Most High, is awas, a
great king over all the eart{Psalm 47:1-2).




The occasion for this
psalm must have been a joyous|
religious celebration--with
singing, shouting, the blowing
of the ram’'s horn, and the
repetitive phrases of the psalm
building upon one another in
excitement: Sing praises to
God, sing praises; sing praises to our King, simgiges.
For God is the king of all the earth; sing praisegh a
psalm(Ps. 47:6-7). Did | mention the clapping of hahds
Most certainly handclapping was a part of ancieradl’'s
vibrant worship to praise God for his greatness tnd
thank God for his victory.

Now consider worship practices today. On the

one hand, there are Christian churches wheile

handclapping is considered a strict taboo—you woul
never hear clapping in such a church. Such a mlisri
display would be regarded as irreverent and ingpate
to the dignity of the worship service. But, on tbther
hand, there are other churches where handclapping

commonplace in the service. In some churches when

people are moved by a sentence in the pastor'soserm
they interrupt it with applause! In other churcleagry

musical effort is met with the applause of the
congregation. Every cheery announcement receives
handclap. Churches truly diverge in this matter of
applause during the worship service!

Now | am not one who believes that handclappin
in church is a cardinal sin. But | do confess thate
some ambiguities when it comes to clapping in dhurc
My primary concern is that handclapping during viagps
tends to direct the focus away from God to theviaddial.

In our culture applause is the accepted way thashesv
our approval of an individual’'s performance. Butita

foundation, worship is not a performance before an

audience—it is an offering to God. The music ahd t

message are meant to honor God. When we applaad wh

happens in a worship service we tend to divertpitzgse
away from God and onto an individual, becauseithtte
way our culture programs us to think. (Explicislyowing
appreciation to a person during a service is aewifit
matter.)

The second reservation that | have about applauge

during the service is that it inevitably expandenir a
spontaneous expression of emotion to a social atibig.

Think about it. One Sunday the choir anthem is sp

moving that the entire congregation breaks intoame.
The next Sunday and the next the very same thin
happens. The fourth Sunday the anthem is not uaite
stirring, but some sensitive person in the condrega

jon

notes that the previous three Sundays appreciatias
shown to the choir and that today no one is clappiBo
she initiates applause, and others in the congoegat
politely join in. Give it a few months, and thakit is
firmly established. And the original spontaneigstbeen
lost!

Years ago when Christians were moved during
worship they would say “amen” or “hallelujah” orrgise
the Lord” or “thank you, Jesus”. These expressiviay
or may not work for us today, but | invite your atige
thinking!
