Pastor’'s Column: “Be a Volunteer”

When the princes in Israel take the lead, when the
people willingly offer themselves—praise the Lord!
(Judg. 5:2 NIV)

| don’t guess that the call to come
and serve is any easier today than
it was over 3100 years ago, when,
according to the best scholarly
estimates, those ancient words

the Pastors Desk were first spoken. A little



background:  Jabin, king of the Canaanites, was
oppressing the Israelite tribes with his cruel arniyor
twenty years they groaned under his violence and
exploitation. And then the Lord spoke to Deborhé t
prophetess, who called Barak, God’s choice to sasve
general, to call for volunteers to fight againse th
Canaanites. Now some of the tribes did not heed tt
call. But many came from the central and northern
tribes--10,000 of them in all--and together theynwa
great victory over their oppressors (prose accanont
Judg. 4; poetic account in Judg. 5). They wer
volunteers-- all of them. Judges 5:2 is Deborairig
Barak’s acclamation of praise to God for the vohmt
service of the Israelites.

In so many situations of life, it is the work of
those who serve freely and without pay that makes t
difference. 1 think of the huge ministry respoiildibs
of a church the size of Bethany. The accumulaaskst
before us are many and important. There are tegchi
needs, music needs, financial responsibilities priy
care needs, children’s and youth ministry needssim
needs, congregational care needs, worship needs, an
technological needs. Even if our paid staff—myself
Frances, Sandy, Sondra, Kris, Rudy, Teresa, and
Freddy—worked every waking hour doing the work of
Bethany church, we couldn’t come close to doingllit
Have you ever thought what would happen if every
unpaid worker at Bethany went on strike and le& th
workload to the paid staff? The results would b
disastrous! The fact is, barring a huge financial
windfall, a considerable chunk of the work of theich
must be done by volunteers.

Did you know that many of the tasks at Bethany
require no formal training or special expertisestjthe
willingness to serve? Many of our ministries siynpl
need a person to volunteer to donate some of hireior
time to the Lord’s work. Now not everyone can dena
three or more hours of time per week to the chuBtt
