On Sunday, October 12, Bethany will feature its second 
Ministries Fair.  On that day the Warren Belvin Fellowship Hall will be 
transformed into an exciting smorgasbord of attractive displays that will 
highlight the vast array of programs and activities that Bethany UMC 
sponsors.  The last Ministries Fair, held in 2006, was a grand success, and 
several people have asked when another one could be held.  The 
Ministries Fair will be open from 9:30 a.m. through 1:00 p.m. on October 
12.  (No Sunday School classes will meet in the fellowship hall on that 
Sunday.) 

 
 

The purpose of the Ministries Fair is twofold.  First, the fair is 
designed to expose our congregation to the wide range of programs and 
ministries in which our five ministry teams are involved.  Unless a person 
is a member of the Administrative Board and hears regular reports from 
our ministry team chairpersons, the vast scope of our ministries can easily 
be overlooked.  This is especially true for folks who attend the worship 
service but who are not otherwise involved in a special ministry within the 
church.  On Oct. 12 each ministry group within the church will display its 
work in an attractive and informative manner, using verbal and visual 

displays stationed throughout the fellowship hall.  Individuals representing these ministries will be 
present after both worship services to answer questions about their work.  We will have five ministry 
teams represented:  Worship, Discipleship, Membership Care, Outreach, and Communications.  Each 
ministry team has its own particular emphasis and features a number of smaller committees or ministry 
tasks performed by individuals.  You will be amazed to see how many different groups, committees, and 
individuals serve Christ at Bethany UMC! 
 

The second purpose of the Ministries Fair is to provide a mechanism through which interested 
persons can “sign up” to serve in a particular area of ministry.  There is a service opportunity for everyone 
at Bethany--from singing in the choir, to teaching Sunday School, to visiting shut-ins, to helping serve 
communion, to participating in mission work projects, to helping in the kitchen, to being a greeter, to 
helping in the church library, to providing dinners for our youth, and on and on.  Some commitments 
involve weekly responsibilities (e.g., the choir); others involve helping as needed (e.g., with receptions 
after funerals); others are scheduled on a rotating basis (e.g., helping on the altar guild).  Some require 
major commitments of time; others can fit into almost anyone’s schedule.  Truly the greatest joy of being 
a Christian, after experiencing the joy of salvation, is the joy that comes from knowing that we have done 
something worthwhile for our Lord Jesus Christ.  Our ministry teams provide that wonderful opportunity 
for serving our Master! 
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Please plan to stay a few minutes after the service on October 12 in order to visit the displays in 
the WBFH.  In doing so you will help to honor the faithful efforts of the “worker bees” of Bethany.  I feel 
sure that you will find it a heartwarming experience!

Pastor’s Column:  “A Methodical System” 
All things should be done decently and in order  
(1 Corinthians 14:40). 

 
 

Those words were written 
by the Apostle Paul in the context 
of worship in the Corinthian 
congregation, when numerous 
persons inspired by the Holy 
Spirit were moved to preach, 
teach, exhort, and pray.  How 
could you maintain some 
semblance of order with so much 
spiritual energy?  How would you 
keep such worship from 

deteriorating to a confusing cacophony?  Paul’s answer:  
let all things be done decently and in order. 
 

That value of order and propriety we not only 
honor in our United Methodist worship services—we 
follow an order of service, of course--but also in the way 
we handle our temporal business.  United Methodists are 
methodical to a “T”.   We have a prescribed procedure that 
we follow in arriving at our church budget.  We have a 
procedure that we follow leading up to the election of our 
officers for the new year.   
 

Obviously in a church of Bethany’s size there are 
many different ideas on how best to spend the money that 
is contributed by the congregation.  It is impossible with a 
finite, balanced budget to honor everyone’s priorities.  The 
Finance Committee sometimes has to make tough 
budgetary decisions that please some people but displease 
others.  The committee makes those decisions with 
thoughtful care, and those decisions are covered by prayer. 
 

And obviously there are differences in opinion as 
to who would best provide leadership for the church, both 
paid staff and unpaid church officers.  There are both 
conservative and liberal voices in our church, and there are 
those who prefer one style of leadership to another.  And 
so, when the Staff-Parish Relations Committee makes 
decisions and recommendations concerning the pastor and 
staff of the church, they can never always please everyone.  
And when the Lay Leadership Committee makes its 
decisions concerning whom to nominate to office, a few of 
their decisions will always be second-guessed by some 
people.     
 

But to be a United Methodist is to trust our 
organizational process and to believe that God has used 
and can use that process to provide the material and human 
resources that his church needs to flourish.  Our United 
Methodist method provides order, integrity, and openness 
to the necessary business of providing funding and 
leadership for the ministry and mission of the church.  Our 
United Methodist procedures, I believe, allow us to do 
necessary church business “decently and in order”. 

 
If you would like to learn more about how our 

church operates, you are welcome to sit in on an 
Administrative Board meeting at Bethany and observe.  
Better yet, be present for our big business meeting of the 
year, Church Conference, scheduled for Wednesday, Oct. 
29.  And you are also welcome to ask me about anything in 
our administrative process that you do not understand.
